Dream Trail
Dishman Hills Association, active since 1967, is experiencing impact of conservation and urban growth.  Currently own 500+ acres including wildlife corridors.  Spokane County owns 750 acres, Dream Trail will be about 2 miles, getting the land together for the trail is a project requiring persistence.  Spokane County is making a map of the properties the trail may run through or near, will be easy to translate to brochures and other literature.
Current activities in Dishman Hills includes rebuilding the nature trail with Washington Trails Association (WTA) supervision and help, recovering from last year’s fire, noxious week removal (convict labor).

The land exchange that includes Big Rock deal will close in June.  Dishman will retain a conservation easement to maintain public access. A public road will connect to the parcel.
Washington Trails Association:

Increasing activity east of the Cascades, they are most active in Iller Creek.  
Changed the path (removed  steep section, prevent erosion) of the Iller Creek trail to one that is more sustainable.  Check www.WTA.org
WTA would like support because they have the network to maintain trails. Full time lobbyist in Olympia. Extensive work parties and trips. 12 planned parties just in Spokane. Perks for working on parties include your personal hard hat after 5 work sessions.  Can help in trail design.

Back Country Horsemen:
BCH are clearing trail at Liberty Lake. Discussion about Antonine Peak road access (road is gated, contact county). Parking issues.

Mt. Spokane road work not happening until June. Road construction will go from the entrance to the Ranger house.
INTC:

Planning meeting on August 5th, John Bottelli and Steve Davenport will be presenting and leading discussion on Spokane County Trails Plan.

Fish Lake Trail paving project will be starting soon from Spokane to the paved section near Marshall Road.

REI is looking for a new project for next spring, now that Fish Lake Trail is maturing.

Five Mile Loop Trail:  Got started 4 years ago. 100+ property owners to negotiate with.

Development was making it difficult to design a right of way for the trail. Project was handed off to someone else after some time.  Biggest issue is land owners and convincing them of the value of trails.

Mountaineers:

Joyce is the Conservation Committee chair for Spokane Mountaineers. They are looking for ways to get more public exposure. They have worked with WTA, Land Trust, and are always looking to work with more groups.

Mountaineers created the Dream Trail planning committee.

Gardener Bailey mentioned that the Hobnailers are leading hikes through the burned areas of Dishman Hills.
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
