Implementation Planning Meeting

With representatives from Spokane County Parks, Planning, Spokane Regional Transportation Council, the Mountaineers, Centennial Trail, Dream Trail, Back Country Horsemen, Fish Lake, the group reviewed each project/strategy in the plan.  The group agreed on

1. Securing a representative for each of the identified projects/strategies in the plan.

2. Securing an status report on each project/strategy.
3. Agreeing to work collaboratively so one project would not be selected at the expense of another when funding and legislative support is available.

4. Improving enforcement (use Ranger cell-numbers?) related to illegal activity.
5. Protecting horseback options (Fish Lake Trail, not around the rail lines, however).

6. Watching Rail Alignments (John and Steve) so we didn’t lose rights of way.
7. Include waterways explicitly as a trail, particularly the Spokane River.

8. Secure funding for purchase and maintenance (Bond – state budget, federal transportation enhancements – scenic by-ways or historic trains, for example).

9. Is there are role for volunteers/trail stewards?  

The next meeting is October 15, 2009 – we should have the status report more complete prior to the meeting and send it to members.
