Minutes of last meeting

Minutes approved from 4/16/2009, meeting minutes were approved as read.
Treasurer’s Report

Paul has given out his contact information to the board. New board directory is in order. 
Committee Reports

Earth Day- Bryan is manning a table that includes SRTC and is available to other environmental/trails groups.  He collected names of others (SmartRoutes and Back Country Horsemen) who might put their materials on the INTC table.  
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Active Living Brochure- Brochure is almost done. The brochure draft will be sent off to the printers next week. The website portion is in progress.
Fish Lake- Funding for city to complete phase two of the trail has been approved. Paving from City to Marshall Road. Money received from the stimulus package. Now in the process of getting bids for the work. Work should start this summer. Plan to have trail paved to Scribner road, past that lies two railroad crossings. Not figured out how to deal with that. Primary goal to get more people on the trail, perhaps increase demand for completion. Groundbreaking event possible for the work. Catherine Miller (City of Spokane Engineer) is the contact for contract information. June 6th REI will have the annual work day on the trail, trails day. Dan wants to build a trailhead and a kiosk at Scribner road, at the southern end of the trail. Kiosk is already designed. Dan will  use REI grant money secured by INTC. This would be outside phase two City of Spokane work parameters. Dan will bring estimate on how much that will cost. A Bus may need to be rented to take workers to the site. Level and prepare parking area. Put up a signed kiosk. Trail will end there and bollards will be put up to prevent going past that. Parks department has 12 person vans, possibly use? Dan thinks the bigger the rig, the better. Money is already designated towards the FLT, Paul will bring an estimate of cost at the next board meeting. REI grant must be spent this year. Dan would like big demarcation of REI’s help on the kiosk board. Does the City have parameters of the kiosk? It has already been approved by the city’s design process. Railroad crossing issue: no new information. Bridge estimate WAS at 4 mil. In current reality probably will never happen. Dan thinks at grade crossings will be the solution. Railroads have no jurisdiction over crossings. Once the trail gets out there, then the pressure will be there to put the crossings in. Horse people cannot use the trail at the crossings. The horse people should have information about the trail because they have been so good about working on trails. From Spokane to Marshall, it is horse-friendly. This would be the complete use of those funds.
Dream Trail Barbee- first draft of the application is done. Penny Schwyn (Fat Tire) came to Dream Trail leadership explaining their experience in securing and using a National Parks Grant (staff person). She gave us a good talk about their experiences. Jeff Lambert will re-write the application to incorporate her advice.
SmartRoutes- letter asking for a Policy Request to the 2010 Transportation reauthorization a bill will be sent to Representative Cathy McMorris Rodgers the local projects have been reprioritized because of new funding. Dan, FLT may have the federal reps/senators present at the groundbreaking? SmartRoutes is the local name for the proposal for mode shift (not single occupant vehicles). It will get a specific action out of congress to double the allotment. After that, it will come down to INTC and trails. Is there a need to have some way to expand it into the county? Projects have been identified (FLT). 
INTC Focus

Are we almost at an end for bike focus and should we turn to county-wide recreation, transportation, and conservation actions? The group agreed a planning day for the next direction for the INTC this summer would be useful. We need to think of development, and see ahead enough to get easements for trails being used. Foresight is needed.
SAD- Explanation of activities (information sheet attached). There will be three raffles packages with the ‘centerpiece’ being a trip or activity sponsored by City Parks.   Because raffles will be less than 5k, we don’t need to go through hoops to get approved from state for gambling license.  Warn ambulance/EMT will be notified as well as law enforcement
Saving Mt. Spokane- Conservation NW has signed onto a letter to save Mt. Spokane. Chris Bachman sent the letter, asking for support in designating natural forest land related to development on Mt. Spokane ski and snowboard park.  The designation would prevent expansion on the north and west slopes of the mountain.. If it is designated, horses will not be allowed in the area. The north side is of most importance to the groups. The INTC board will not write a letter in support because of the impact on horse riders.
INTC was asked for a Letter of support for trailheads at Malden and Rosalia on the John Wayne Trail, sponsored by State Parks to RCO. A  letter of support will be sent. Unanimous support passed.
Planning day- Have some county planners and parks representatives discuss how to implement trail plan. Public meeting is on June 18th. Plan for REI. Figure out something that would be interest for everybody.  Bring the members together for an “annual meeting”. Perhaps get a speaker.

The group agreed to change the meeting dates to the  2nd Thursday 5:15-6:30.
