Loren:  City of Spokane is holding off on hiring a bicycle/pedestrian coordinator.  The Spokane Bicycle Advisory Board (BAB) has taken on a lot of responsibilities in promoting cycling.  They would like to take on a more advisory role.  Spokefest and Bike to Work Week will be part of one non-profit organization.  How can INTC help support the work of the Spokane Bicycle Advisory Board?    What kind of influence would they like our help with?  Bob Lutz has been working with mayor Verner’s staff, but is not satisfied with the results.  Loren has looked at the Bicycle Friendly City application through the League of American Bicyclists.  At this point an Honorable Mention would be our best chance.  

Barb Chamberlain of the BAB attended the National Bike Summit in WA DC thanks to a plane ticket provided by Loren Dudley.  She reported on how to massage the political process for Smart Routes.  Liaison for 2010 with Rails to Trails (RTC) is a Spokane native.  Allocations may come through RTC.   Fish Lake Trail has received funding for phase 2 which will pave the trail from Lindeke through the town of Marshall and to where the trail crosses Scribner road.  

Bryan - Sakani Adventure Day, July 11.  The budget expense list has been produced.  Next meeting March 25.  Mike Aho and Ryan Griffith are rounding up people to head activities.  Deadline for raffle packages application is April 1.  

Bryan – Pedestrian/Active Living Brochure and website with additional routes slated to be finished by April 30.    Meeting tomorrow with status report with SRHD.   Lunell likes the name “Step Out”.

Barbee – Dream Trail Writing up grant for NSP.  Asking Penny from FTTRC for advice on management of grant.  April 1 at Huckleberry’s Jeff Lambert & Lunell will go over the grant for NPS.  There will be a work party April 12 in conjunction with Washington Trails Association (WTA).
